Definition: ARECONCILE ALL THINGS to Himself@  B To RECONCILE, or the process of 

RECONCILIATION, means to RESTORE to friendship or harmony; to BRING TOGETHER that 

which was separated.  God and man were in perfect harmony and fellowship before Adam sinned, but 

SIN brought division, dissension, death and separation, so that now we MUST be RECONCILED 

to God.  We can do NOTHING to bring about this reconciliation by ourselves, but it is ONLY Athrough 

the BLOOD of His CROSS@ - through the death of Jesus, and the shedding of His precious blood on the 

cross, that we can have PEACE with God and be reconciled to God.  When it says Areconcile ALL 

THINGS to Himself@ that means NOT just OUR relationship with God, but also ALL of CREATION 

will be MADE RIGHT again, as it was in the Garden of Eden, before SIN BROUGHT the CURSE upon 
the earth.

God: Jesus ALWAYS EXISTED as God the Son, and now He was manifested on earth in a human 

body, as GOD IN THE FLESH.  Jesus was not taking anything away from the Father=s glory when He 
received worship, because this was always in God=s plan.

Himself of no reputation@, which could also be said as AHE EMPTIED HIMSELF of His powers as God@.  

In other words, Jesus came to earth as a man, FULLY HUMAN, of His own free will, and 

according to God=s eternal plan for the salvation of mankind.  He never gave up His DIVINE 
NATURE, but He did temporarily LAY ASIDE HIS POWERS AS GOD (God the Son, the second Person 
of the Triune God) to become a man, and to DIE on the cross.

Definition: AALIENATED and ENEMIES in your MIND@ B  AAlienated@ or being an alien means 
UNFRIENDLY, HOSTILE, not BELONGING.  AEnmity@ means hostility, being an ENEMY.  ALL 
PEOPLE are enemies of God until we are saved, because we constantly fail to keep and obey His laws 

and commandments.  This ALIENATION is evident in our Awicked works@ but also in our MINDS.  
Our way of thinking is wrong.  God=s word calls it being Acarnally minded.@  Carnal means Aof the flesh@, 
and it is the opposite of being spiritually minded and thinking like God.  ACARNALLY MINDED@ means 

to THINK like the UNSAVED people think, thinking only of material, fleshly things.  The OPPOSITE is a 
person who is CONTROLLED by or >FILLED WITH@ the Holy Spirit (spiritually minded).

Jesus did this on the cross, and when Jesus died, after paying the 
penalty for all of our sins, the veil or curtain in the temple was torn in two.  That is what it means in 
Hebrews 10:19-20, Athrough the veil, that is, His flesh.@  Jesus= body of flesh was torn and mangled on 

the cross, but it is through His crucified BODY, His FLESH, that we are able to approach God and be 
saved and reconciled to Him.
